Passive voice Present Perfect

e Antes de hablar de voz pasiva en Presente Perfecto, debemos recordar que el Presente Perfecto en
inglés se realiza con la correcta forma de Have o Has + el pasado participio del verbo.

- She has written a text = ella ha escrito un texto

- The football match has finished = el partido de football ha terminado
- | have done a lot of exercises = He hecho muchos ejercicios

They have eaten pizzas = ellos han comido pizza

- Ahora que hemos recordado el Presente Perfecto, nos referiremos a su FORMA PASIVA.
Para realizar la forma pasiva s6lo necesitamos utilizar la expresién HAS BEEN (ha sido/han sido)

- De esta manera, para realizar la forma pasiva del presente perfecto simple utilizaremos
Has been + verbo en pasado participio:

Active Passive
Pedro has writtenabook = A book has been written by Pedro

e Revisemos algunos ejemplos:

Active : They have cleaned the clinic. (Ellos han limpiado la clinica)
Passive: The clinic has been cleaned by them. (La clinica ha sido limpiada por ellos)

Active : Thomas has written many books. (Thomas ha escrito muchos libros)
Passive: Many books have been written by Thomas. (Muchos libros han sido escritos por Thomas)

Active : The police have arrested a man (La policia arresté un hombre)
Passive: A man has been arrested by the police (Un hombre ha sido arrestado por la policia)

Active : They have painted the house (Ellos han pintado la casa)
Passive: The house has been painted by them (la casa ha sido pintada por ellos)
